Course Load

● Students at MDI take a minimum of 12 and a

maximum of 18 credits per term.

● Courses are usually 3 credits each but can be 1.5

credits as well.

● One credit implies 10 contact hours of work in

the classroom.

● The parent school determines the number of

credit hours taken by exchange students. Usually,

exchange students take 4-5 three-credit courses.

● International students can opt for courses from

the PGPM and PGHR programmes offered by

MDI.

● The medium of instruction for all courses is

English.

● Course registration is done a day prior to

commencement of classes and exchange students

have flexibility to change a course within one

week of registration

On Campus To DO….
Academic Registration: It is mandatory for all the students to complete the course registration formalities on arrival and before the 
commencement of the academic session. International students can select courses from three flagship programs of MDI 
i.e. PGDM, PGDM-HRM and PGDM-Business Analytics. The time table will be shared before arrival on campus and students need to 
choose their courses wisely to avoid the clashes of timetables. International students need to select courses and course credits as per 
their home university’s requirement.

MDI Email ID and Internet Access: International students will be getting MDI email addresses and 24x7 internet access. For internet 
access students have to provide the MAC addresses of their devices (laptop and phone).

Buddy on campus: Buddies from the MDI students committee will facilitate international students for their smooth stay and academic 
activities on campus. Buddies support to make the stay of international students comfortable on arrival and help them in exploring the 
cultural heritage of India.

Student Hostel Accommodation: MDI is a residential campus providing accommodation to all its students on campus. All international 
exchange students will be provided a single occupancy accommodation (with ensuite bathroom) in our dedicated hostels for 
international students on campus. The room allocation details will be shared after registration formalities and before arrival with all 
incoming students. 

The student hostel room charges are Euro 300/ per month per student on single occupancy, banking details will be shared with 
the nominated students for payment.
Boarding: Boarding facility is available on campus and the international student needs to pay approx. Euro 60/per month.

Books and ID Card :As applicable for term exchange duration, books and study material, ID card, himself/herself approx. Euro 60.



LODGING AND BOARDING ON CAMPUS 

MDI is a residential campus for all students and its mandatory for all students to 

stay on campus .Student on Exchange need NOT to pay any Tuition Fee. 

However the Lodging & Boarding charges (Room charges are Euro 300/ per 

month per student on single occupancy ; The Banking Details given for payment 

on before arrival on campus.

Boarding facility is available on campus approx. Euro 60/per month).

The rooms are Air conditioned with attached bathrooms, rooms are having small 

kitchen and kind of  apartment with balcony. Students need not to bring pillows, 

bed sheets and blankets available in their rooms. Free of  cost Gym facility no 

membership fee. 

Laundry services need to pay and rates or nominal on the basis of  weight/KG
